2: TRANSPORT
• GETTING TO BERLIN

• There major Airport in Berlin is Berlin Brandenburg Airport (BER) in the south-east. 
• Berlin is also a major rail transport hub, with rail connections to most major cities in  Europe - check bahn.de for more 

information.

• TRANSPORT FROM THE AIRPORT

• The Berlin public transport area is divided into three sectors, zones A, B and C. 
• Zones A and B are the two central zones with zone C the outer zone. Berlin 
• Brandenburg Airport is in Zone C, meaning an ABC ticket will be required.

• The Berlin public transport system of U-Bahn (underground), S-Bahn (overground 
• rail), tram and bus is interconnected, meaning the same ticket can be used to cover 
• all modes. Tickets of varying forms can be purchased at the ticket machines at the 
• airport or in rail stations. Be sure to validate them in the validation machines before 
• commencing your journey. Check bvg.de for information on all public transport 
• connections within Berlin.

• While taxis in Berlin are generally reliable and shouldn't cost more than €35 from the 
• airport into the city centre, we recommend you avail of the excellent public transport 
• system in Berlin. Berlin Brandenburg (Bus X7 and Bus 171) airport to central Berlin 
• while Berlin Brandenburg is also served by a rail connection, with Berlin S-Bahn lines 
• S9 and S45 running very regularly.

• TRANSPORT WITHIN BERLIN

• We recommend that on arrival in Berlin, whether it by by air or rail, you buy one of the special tickets from one of the public 
transport machines at the airport or railway 

• stations. There are various reductions available depending on how many days you are in the city for and on how many people 
are in your group when using the public transport system. 

• This is by far the most cost effective way to travel within Berlin.
• A single ticket (AB zone) costs €3.00, a day ticket (AB zone) is €8.80 while a group day ticket, covering up to five people, is

€25.50. The Berlin public transport system in the city is one of the most extensive and reliable in Europe. For routes and 
transport information, visit bvg.de or download the BVG app.
